
The affiliate libraries in 
Pinal County are look-
ing forward to the acqui-
sition of a new online 
system.  This will propel 
us into a new era of li-
brary service in the 
county, as we move 
from a text-based, telnet 
system into a graphical 
user interface within a 
state-of-the-art client-
server network.  These 
are exciting times! 
 
The Request for Propos-
als brought in responses 
from five vendors.  The 
field has been narrowed 
to two, based on compli-
ance with the RFP re-
quirements.  My staff 
members are currently 
developing additional 
questions for the ven-
dors and we are working 
with the Purchasing De-
partment on scheduling 
second, in-depth, vendor 
demonstrations.   This 
second round will con-
sist of full day, scripted 
demonstrations, to give 
us all the opportunity to 
investigate each system 
in depth.  Additionally, 
we have requested the 

vendors to provide 
online, passworded ac-
cess for an additional 3 
days so that all may log 
on and explore the sys-
tems as time allows.   
 
As we progress through 
this project, there will be 
additional milestones 
ahead. We will have to 
evaluate the systems and 
make a final selection.  
Once we have a signed 
contract, we can develop 
an implementation 
schedule with the ven-
dor.  In most instances, 
the implementation 
phase takes about 18 
weeks.  During that 
time, we will prepare for 
the loading of test re-
cords, develop our sys-
tem profiles, and mi-
grate bibliographic, 
item, and patron records.  
There’s much to be 
done, but fortunately it 
is all manageable in 
small phases.  In antici-
pation of the big move, 
Eileen Jaffe has started a 
concentrated effort to 
clean up remaining du-
plicates and deletions to 
the database.    

One additional item: 
there is news from our 
most recently incorpo-
rated town, Maricopa.  
Preparations to move the 
volunteer library into 
municipal government 
have begun.  An advi-
sory committee has been 
formed to oversee the 
integration, and I will be 
working towards estab-
lishment of a formal 
Agreement to Join the 
Library District, as cur-
rently exists with all the 
other municipalities.  I 
know that Linda Wil-
meth is very pleased 
with the progress of 
events, and is looking 
forward to one of her 
dreams coming true. 
 
Finally, please remem-
ber the rapidly upcom-
ing workshop, “Tough 
Issues for Libraries”  is 
planned for May 6.  
Hope to see you all 
there!

Teresa Urrea: Spiritual 
Healer and Reluctant 
Political Leader (1873-
1906)  
Meet one of the most 
famous, but now little 
known, characters in 
early Arizona history. 
Teresa Urrea lived in 
Arizona in the early 
1900s. She was born in 
Sinaloa, Mexico, the il-
legitimate daughter of 
Tomás Urrea, a wealthy 
rancher, and a 14-year-
old Tehueco Indian in 
his employ. After laps-
ing into a cataleptic state 
that lasted over three 
months, Teresa awoke 
with the power to cure. 
She healed by laying her 
hands on the sick and 
crippled, and eventually 
thousands of pilgrims 
journeyed to Cabora 
seeking her help. Be-
cause she gave them a 
message of justice, Dic-
tator Porfirio Díaz ac-
cused her of inciting re-
bellion among the Indi-
ans and deported her 
from Mexico. This event 
is made possible by the 
Arizona Humanities 
Council and the Casa 
Grande Public Library.  
Elena Díaz Björkquist is 
an educational consult-
ant and writer. She 

writes about Morenci, 
Arizona, where she was 
born. Her book of short 
stories is called Suffer 
Smoke, and a new col-
lection of young adult 
stories, Water from the 
Moon, is in the works, as 
is an AHC-funded pro-
ject called In the Shadow 
of the Smokestack.

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Physical Description Fixed Field : 
Video recordings 
Last time I wrote about the physical 
description fixed field for sound re-
cordings.  This time I will write 
about the same field for video re-
cordings.  In all non-book MARC 
records we are required to include a 
physical description fixed field.  
This field is tag 007 in your record.  
It is made up of codes that are 
mainly used by the computer system 
for information.  The two formats 
that we mainly see with this field are 
sound recordings and video re-
cordings.  It is also used in elec-
tronic resources such as CD-ROMs.  
I am going to only discuss video 
recordings this time. 

     Examples: 

VHS:      vf cbahos                     
DVD:     vd cvaizq 

For a video recording, there are 9 
positions in the 007 field: 

Position 0 contains the code for the 
General Material Designation 
(GMD), a “v”  for a video recording.   

Position 1 contains the code for the 
Specific Material Designation 

(SMD).  It will be either a “d”  for 
DVD, or an “ f”  for VHS.   

Position 2 is always a blank space.   

Position 3 has the color, which is 
usually either a “c”  for color, a “b”  
for black and white, or an “m”  for 
mixed. 

Position 4 is the format.  There are 
many choices, but I will only list the 
ones most commonly used: “b”  for 
VHS ; “v”  for DVD ; :“a”  for Beta ; 
“c”  for U-matic. 

Position 5 is sound on medium or 
separate.  Sound on medium is most 
common, and that is “a” .  Sound 
separate from medium is “b” . 

Position 6 is medium for sound.  
Videotape (VHS) is “h”  and video-
disc (DVD) is “ i” . 

Position 7 is width or dimensions.  It 
will be “o”  (1/2 in.) for VHS, and 
“z”  (other) for DVD. 

Position 8 is the configuration of 
playback channels, which could be 
“m”  for monaural ; “q”  for quadra-
phonic, multi. or surround ; “s”  for 
stereophonic ; “k”  for mixed ;  “u”  
for unknown  .  

Again, this field is going to become 
more important as enhancements are 
developed for our public displays.  
The icons for a video recording do 
not distinguish between a VHS or a 
DVD.  The OPAC takes the infor-
mation at the moment from the sec-
ond position of the Leader.  In the 
future, the icon will be determined 
by the information in position 1 of 
the 007 field.  As systems become 
more sophisticated, we don’ t know 
which codes will become important 
in the future.  For this reason, we try 
to continue to adhere to the catalog-
ing standards. 

All of the information for the 007 
field can be found at the MARC 21 
Concise Format for Bibliographic 
Data website: http://www.loc.gov/
marc/bibliographic/
ecbd007s.html#mrcb007v. 

Don’ t forget, I will be happy to an-
swer any questions or help with any 
problem records. 

Remember, the MARC record is the 
engine that gives staff and patrons 
the tools needed to search the cata-
log.
