IF YOU NEED TO EVACUATE

FEMA Suggests Families Have These
Items On Hand For The First 72 Hours
After A Disaster

*One gallon of water per person per day
*Three-day supply of non-perishable foods
*First-aid kit

*Tools and supplies: including flashlight,
battery operated radio and pocketknife

*Supply of toilet paper
*Clothing and bedding

*Special personal supplies like baby
formula, contacts and medications

*Important family documents including
identification

*An escape plan and a place to meet
afterward

*Important phone numbers including
police, fire, family and friends

*DO NOT leave your pets behind. Plan
ahead to find shelters or hotels that will
take animals. Bring proof of recent vacci-
nations along with food, water and a
leash.

If local authorities ask you to leave your home,
they have good reason to make this request and
you should heed this advice immediately. Listen
to your radio or television and follow the instruc-
tions of local emergency officials and keep these
simple tips in mind:

*Wear long-sleeved shirts, long pants and sturdy
shoes so you can be protected as much as
possible.

*Take your disaster supply kit.

*Take your pets with you; do not leave them
behind. Because public shelters will not accept
pets, find a relative or friend to take in your pet.
*Lock your home.

*Use travel routes specifically announced by
authorities, DO NOT use shoricuts since certain

areas may be impassable or dangerous.

*Stay away from downed power lines.
