(b) Any such agreements will not affect the rights Borrower has - if any - with respect to the
Mortgage Insurance under the Homeowners Protection Act of 1998 or any other law. These rights
may include the right to receive certain disclosures, to request and obtain cancellation of the
Mortgage Insurance, to have the Mortgage Insurance terminated automatically, and/er to receive a
refund of any Mortgage Insurance premiums that were uncarned at the time of such cancellation or
termination.

11. Assignment of Miscellaneous Proceeds; Forfeiture. All Miscellasieous Proceeds arc hercby
assigned to and shall be paid to Lender.
